Throuhg the P2E grant, Smart will be able to offer employment coach-
ing, support services, and On the Job Training programs to assist justice
-involved individuals with reentry (post release) into the workforce. 
 
Those in attendance were very interested in this solution-oriented pro-
gram to help reduce recidivism and increase economic vitality in the 
communities served.   
 
Smart will be partnering and coordinating with other programs that 
serve this population as well, such as the Shasta College STEP-UP Pro-
gram.  STEP-UP plans to expand services to their Trinity County cam-
pus  2019/2020 academic term.
